TFAl's extensive vaults house around
20,000 film prints and 500,000 audiovisual
materials. Since 2008, TFAIl has excelled
in film preservation and digital restoration,
achieving high-res digital scans of 805 titles,
63 collaborative restoration, and 24 in-house
restoration. TFAI remains at the forefront of
safeguarding Taiwan's audiovisual heritage and
memory through state-of-the-art restoration
and preservation techniques.

In 2017, TFAl's
fully equipped lab restored the seminal
documentary “The Mountain" by Richard
Yao-chi CHEN.
