The thieves take children and women hostage for experiments. Dragon Superman
arrives in time to defeat the villains and save them out. However, Yuan-tai's
parents seem to hide some secrets, suggesting a larger conspiracy.
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This documentary delves into the life of Henri Langlois, the pioneering archivist and
curator who devoted himself to collecting and safeguarding films since 1936. Through
archival footage and interviews with colleagues, friends, and family, the film shows how
his passion for cinema drove him to rescue numerous films during the Nazi occupation
of France in WWII, and later establish a cinema and film museum that helped nurture the
Nouvelle Vague.
