and'mounting pressures, musicals—with\their rhythm, color, and emotional
energy—offer a fleeting yet vivid moment:of freedom. A chance to breathe,

to loosen the grip of daily burdens. That's the feason why we selected these
six films. They not only delight the senses, but also open a release valve for
thoughts and feelings through dance and melody.

Spanning from the 1950s to the 2000s and hailing from the United States,
France, Japan, India, and Belgium, each film enters a dialogue with the
musical genre. Some pay meticulous homage to tradition (The Band Wagon),
while others gleefully dismantle its conventions (The Happiness of the
Katakuris). They explore romantic longing and questions of fate (The Young
Girls of Rochefort, Devdas), or offer sharp reflections on modern society
(Golden Eighties, Cabaret). Each film builds its own emotional language
through singing and dancing, subtly questioning social hierarchies, gender
roles, and emotional repression. Collectively, they show how the musical can
serve as a gentle form of resistance—a way to shake off the monotony and
heaviness of everyday life.

The program title refers not only to the fact that all six films are in color,
but also to a deeper desire: a spirited call to the senses and imagination.
Through the interplay of movement and hue, each film becomes a sensorial
and emotional feast—an invitation to participate, not passively watch. We are
no longer just spectators before the screen, but the ones breathing in sync
with the characters. "Just one move"—a spin, a tune, a leap—is all it takes
to feel that connection and resonance with the image. Through musicals,
cinema becomes something more than entertainment. It revives our capacity
to imagine otherwise. Even when the world feels like it's falling apart,
remember: just one move, and you can glide forward with grace.

Volker Koepp was born in 1944 in Stettin and grew up in East Germany. His films
reflect a deep engagement with history, memory, and place—shaped by the
shifting borders and political changes of his youth. Over five decades, he has made
more than 60 documentaries, known for long-term portraits of everyday people in
East Germany and, later, across Eastern Europe.

In 2021, Koepp was the Filmmaker in Focus at the Taiwan International
Documentary Festival (TIDF), and his works are featured in the 2025 TIDF's touring
program. In collaboration with TIDF, TFAI presents two of his key works from the
late 1990s: Wittstock, Wittstock and Mr Zwilling and Mrs Zuckermann—tender,
time-spanning reflections on survival, identity, and the passage of time.
