The Maverick of the New Hollywood

While 20th Century Fox was producing epic war dramas such as Tora! Tora! Tora!
and Patton, it also greenlit M*A*S*H, a low-budget, starless comedy set in a
Korean War field hospital. Altman shot it with roving cameras and spontaneous
performances, letting chaos reign and dialogue overlap freely. Though set in the
1950s, its tone and costuming pointed squarely at the Vietnam War of that era,
satirizing its absurdity with anarchic humor.

This film launched Altman to the forefront of the New Hollywood movement and
marked the beginning of his golden decade. But instead of chasing formulaic
hits, he used the opportunity to subvert genre conventions and national myths.
In McCabe & Mrs. Miller, a gambler and a madam fall into a doomed romance that
undercuts Western heroism. The Long Goodbye turned a hard-boiled detective
into a shambolic loner. And in Nashville, he weaves country music and politics
into a sprawling portrait of a nation enthralled by celebrity—less a musical than
a polyphonic mosaic of American life itself.

ComeBack to the 5 & Dime, Jimmy
Dean, Jimmy Dean, adapted from his stage direction, brought together a
powerhouse cast of actresses whose emotional intensity electrifies the
screen. He returned to form in the 1990s with The Player, a biting satire
of Hollywood, and Short Cuts, a panoramic view of human frailty in Los
Angeles—both sharp, layered reflections.of contemporary life.

Altman once'likened filmmaking to building a sandcastle: friends gather on
the beach, full of excitement, and create something beautiful. When the tide
washes'it away, only the memory remains. He didn't seek permanence, but
cherished the brilliance of the moment and the joy of collaboration. Nearly
two decades after his passing, 2025 marks the centenary of the maverick's
birth. In tribute, we present ten of his defining works, celebrating the restless
spirit and radical openness that made his cinema so singular. When the
fireworks fade, his echoes endure—on screen and in the wild, uncontainable
rhythm of life.
