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PREFACE

The past year has been an extremely impor-
tant one for the Republic of China’s motion picture
industry. The government made the policy decision
that films should be positively cultural and educa-
tional in addition to being entertaining. Efforts
have been exerted in that direction. On the other
hand, socio-economic changes and the rise of TV as
a fierce competitor combined to pose an unprece-
dented threat to the very existence of the film in-
dustry. The crisis is not over yet.

Film people the world over have been facing
business crises. But the dangers faced by the film
circle in this nation have their special reasons. A
Motion Picture Industry Study Committee was set
up by the Bureau of Cultural Affairs in June of
1970. The scholars and specialists invited to serve
on that committee tackled the problems confronting
the producers, distributors and exhibitors. Inter-
views, forum discussions and on-the-spot surveys were
conducted.  Factors behind theater closure were
summarized as follows after visits to 158 establish-
ments:

1. TV sets are everywhere and some of the
TV programs well meet the needs of culturally rather
low-level people, thus making their visits to theaters
no longer necessary. '

2. Many rural theaters are poorly built and
equipped. Worn-out films are often used. Bad
ventilatton and below-standard health conditions
aggravate the situation and make movie-goers doubly
hesitant.

3. Tax burdens are too heavy. Most rural
movie houses have to pay fixed amounts of enter-

tainment tax regardless of actual business volumes.
When ticket sales cannot cover the pre-determined
tax size, continuous operation no longer makes
sense.

4. The social structure has changed, with the
people busier at work and facing a greater variety
of entertainment at leisure. The time that may be
spent on film viewing has decreased.

All these factors are inter-related in one way
or another. Partial solution does not help much.
An overall solution is very difficult, if not impossible,
to attain.

The diminishing domestic film market has
directly affected the porducers and distributors.
Seeing that production costs are not easily recovered,
producers now hesitate to make large investments.
Films involving less production costs can hardly find
their way to overseas markets.

Insufficient endeavors may be to blame in
certain ways, but it is not difficult to see that the
crisis of the film industry has largely resulted from
the progress of science and change of society.

Those of the motion picture industry in this
country must calmly examine the situation and
think carefully about what they should do. Should
they bend knees in the face of tue crisis and let
their industry rot behind the march of times, or
should they face the crisis as a challenge and bring
forth all their efforts for the overcoming of difficult-
ies and the creation of a new vista?

The Bureau of Cultural Affairs under the Mi-
nistry of Education is charged with the responsi-
bility to preserve and glorify the nation’s culture.



The bureau must provide effective guidance to the
radio, TV and motion picture people so that the
media used by them can attain desired goals. The
bureau has followed the highest guiding principles
of the San Min Chu I (Dr. Sun Yat-sen’s Three
Principles of the People - Nationalism, Democracy
and Social Well-being) and of President Chiang Kai-
shek’s two supplementary chapters to Dr. Sun’s
Principle of Social Well-being. The bureau is aware
that all the mass communications enterprises have
their special qualities and can function importantly
toward the national goal of Chinese mainland reco-
very and reconstruction. All therefore must coope-
rate well and seek balanced development. None
should stray or wither out. Now that motion pic-
tures are to be treated as important cultural media,
film people have to shoulder added responsibility
toward socie Government assistance and guidance
for film concerns must therefore be overall and
thorough-going.

Following the survey work mentioned above,
a Motion Picture Law- Drafting & Screening Com-
mittee was inaugurated and put to work. In the
meantime, the Bureau of Cultural Affairs also has
reviewed and revised its guidance measures so that
the motion picture industry’s need for a healthy
growth can best be met. For matters concerning tax
reduction, trade classification, etc. requiring actions
by other agencies, cooperation has be-.n enlisted.

This is to say that the governmeat is working
from tue directions of policy, legislation, admini-
stration and system, hoping that the motion picture
industry can be led through its present cicrisis

and further developed as a healthy and indispers-
able mass communications link.

For the motion picture industry to grow, the
people in the circle can and should play a decisive
role. There was a time of no planning when every-
body was in the rush for a share of the market.
After all that has happened, the continuity maintained
today is remarkable. For this, the industry owes
to the far-sighted individuals who have carefully and
conscientiously followed their paths. But new te-
chnical know-how in film-making must be absorbed
constantly. Social structure and the people’s habits
must be studied for appropriate changes in film
production. The national need for preparedness
toward Chinese mainland recovery must be heeded
intensely. In other words, the film industry people
must confidently and courageously face the challen-
ges of times and seek further healthy growth in co-
operation with the government. A new era will then
dawn upon the industry. Films of the Republic of
China under the San Min Chu I will be the models
for all to see and learn from,

This “China Cinema” issue is a faithful record
of the Republic of China’s motion picture industry
in the last two years. As one must “reflect upon
the past and plan for the future,” this publication
is intended as a source of inspiration for what should
be done hereafter with the nation‘s film industry.
The views expressed above are from the standpoint
of my work.

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THE

CHALLENGE

TODAY

As a result of the unremitting efforts of its
movie workers, the motion picture industry of the
Republic of China has achieved commendable progress
in the past year. Two facts mentioned below tell
the story.

Some 15 years ago, this country’s production
of feature-length motion pictures amounted to no
more than 10 a year. From statistics of the past
three years, one can readily note the progress that
has been made. In 1967, the production figure for
feature-length movies was 190, 38 color and 152
black-and-white. For 1968 the figure rose to 198,
including 55 color and 143 black-and-white. Last
year, 1969, color movies amounted to 84, those in
black-and-white 146, totalling 230. Progress was
not confined to quantity, however. There has been
an evident improvement in production technigue as
well. Today free China ranks among the most prolific
movie-making countries in the world.

On June 15, 1970, the 16th Asian Film Festival
was held in Jakarta, Indonesia. From the festival,
our delegation returned home with three major
awards and several lesser honors. The big prizes were
for Best Actress, Best Screenplay, and Best Supporting
Actress. The happy news brought great excitement
to our fellow countrymen throughout the country.
The honors from the film festival are another proof
that the progress in our movie production was not
confined to mere quantitative improvement. Our im-
provement has been qualitative as well. Another point
that we should not overlook is the emergence of new
faces in our movie industry and that among them are

the winners of the awards at the Jakarta film festival.
Needless to say, the newcomers to Chinese moviedom
have won the coveted honors with sheer acting skill.
This is another testimony to the hard work which
our movie people have been doing all these years.
The universal popularity of Taiwan-made motion
pictures in many Southeast Asian countries in recent
years is due primarily to the increasing advancement
in quality.

The popular interest in TV naturally has af-
fected the market for motion pictures. This is true
not only in this country. The adverse effect is
registered everywhere throughout the world. In the
face of this invincible trend, every movie industry is
doing what it can in search of an appropriate counter-
measure in the hope of achieving a breakthrough in
the present critical situation. The most ideal solu-
tion, of course, will be a harmony of interests of
both television and motion pictures. This is one
area in which we of the free Chinese movie industry
shall exert more effort.

In the light of the needs of national and social
development as a whole, and the functional value of
motion pictures in social education, the movie in-
dustry deserves great efforts of promotion on the
part of government. Governments of the advanced,
democratic countries in America and Europe have
been, without exception, doing what they can to
support their motion picture industries and regard-
ing their development and well-being as matters of
the utmost importance. In our country, the ruling
Party, the Kuomintang, has adopted resolutions at



its 10th National Congress, suggesting government
considerations in granting privileges to the movie
industry in the form of reduced rates for
electric power and tax levies. Some of these propo-
sals in favor of the motion picture industry have been
put into effect. Included are a lower electric power
rate and the coming 30% reduction in entertain-
ment tax levies for Chinese Pictures. Still yet to
take effect are proposals for reductions in import
duties for movie-making equipment and supplies,
and the internal revenue stamp tax.

Full development of an industry in any country
is best compared to the growth of a plant in a nufsery.
A great amount of care and attention is a must.
Unless the plant is given sufficient sunlight and water
for nourishment with fertile soil in which to grow,
it has no chance to grow and bloom. Even when the
conditions of sunlight, water and soil complete, there
still is the need for the care and attention of the
green thumb. The gardener must rid the nursery
of weeds and insects and pests and other harmful
elements so that there will be nothing to impede the
growth and flowering of the plant. The same is
true of any enterprise. A good environment in which
to grow is not enough in itself. Equally essential is
a man-made environement. Without government pro-
tection and promotion in the form of rules and
regulations, an industry will be left to the mercy of
anarchism. It will be placed in state in which cut-
throat competition makes survival difficult, let alone
development. The motion picture industry is no ex-
ception. It has a good natural environment in

Taiwan. ‘Overseas, our motion picture industry is
endowed with a vast market in overseas Chinese

communities where a successful Chinese language
program has made them increasingly greater enthu-
siasts of Chinese movies. The extension from six
to nine years of our free education system, the vast
overseas market, the annually growing in national
gross income per capita, the stability and pros-
perity of commerce and industry -- all these are con-
ditions of a truly favorable environment for our movie
industry. On the man-made aspect, however, we
are still devoid of self-discipline. Government rules
of restraint are still in making. Nor is there a profes-
sional code within the industry. This will lead to in-
creasingly higher costs of production and a condition
out of control in quality. This deplorable pheno-
menon was found in Taiwan some fifteen years ago.
It was the factor that brought about several years
of depression in the industry. Today the danger of
a re-emergeﬁce of depression seems imminent. In the
initial rounds of contest with television, the movie
industry already has incurred unfavorable comments
from society. Therefore, the challenge facing us is by
no means negligible. The movie industry should
find some sort of self-discipline or self-restraint on
its own part. Equally important is the problem of
seeking effective government assistance and support.
Another direction requiring our effort is continued
advancement in the standards of quality of our
